Course Description:
This is an introductory course in international economics. We will study the theory of international trade, trade policy, balance of payments accounting, and foreign exchange rate issues.  Topics related to foreign direct investment, regional economic integration, global trading and monetary systems will be covered.  In addition, current events from the Wall Street Journal and assigned online sources will be reviewed.

Course purpose and objectives:

1. To gain an understanding of why countries trade and how government policies affect trade across international borders

2. To explore foreign exchange rates

3. To study global trading and financial systems

4. To evaluate the implications of current events and international markets.

TESTING, PROJECT AND GRADING:


There will be three tests plus the final exam.  These will equal 75% of your final grade.

There will be four projects during the semester.  Three of the projects will involve small surveys and a paper discussing the findings of the surveys as well as the theoretical basis of the surveys.  The fourth project will be a simulated $100,000,  international investment portfolio of stocks and mutual funds. The projects are worth 25% of your final grade.  Absolutely NO late work will be accepted for any reason whatsoever.

TESTS may only be made-up in the event of an EXCUSED absence.  Any permitted makeup test MUST be on the FIRST day that you return to this class after an excused absence. Course Enrollment Statement

It is the responsibility of each student to determine that he or she is appropriately enrolled in each course.  Students are expected to confirm their registration in the selected courses prior to the last day to register for full-semester classes, the fifth class day of the semester.  

The College of Business strictly enforces add/drop policies.  Thus, students should not request to add classes after the fifth class day, except in extenuating circumstances (e.g., removal from class roll because of tuition/fees nonpayment), and under no circumstances after the last day to drop full-semester classes without academic penalty.

Grading Policy and Grade Review Policy Statement (USM Undergraduate Bulletin, 2007-2008)
